MOSBY’S LANDING UNIT OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION
POLICY RESOLUTION NO. 2009- §7
(Parking and Towing Policy)

{Supersedes all Prior Parking & Towing resolutions)

WHEREAS, Article IIl, Section 2, of the By-Laws of the Association empower the Board of
Directors to adopt Rules and Regulations deemed necessary for the enjoyment of the Condominium;
and,

WHEREAS, Article XI, Section 3(g), of the By-Laws of the Association contains provisions with
respect to keeping, repairing or maintaining vehicles on the common elements of the Condominium

Property; and,

WHEREAS, the Board deems it necessary to the enjoyment of the Condominium to revise and
update the rules and regulation implementing the provisions of the By-Laws and regulating vehicles
on the Condominium Property (the “Property”) and providing for the removal of motor vehicles that
are not in compliance with the By-Laws and Rules and Regulations of the Association,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the following rules are adopted for parking and
operation of motor vehicles on the Property and for the removal of vehicles not in compliance with
the By-Laws and Rules and Regulations of the Association.

I. DEFINITIONS

A. Approved Vehicles - Any conventional passenger car, motorcycle, truck or van of less than
10,000 pounds gross weight that is registered and licensed in the Commonwealth of Virginia unless
the owner of the motor vehicle is exempt from these licensing and registration requirements under
Virginia law (e.g. active duty military personnel, full-time student in an accredited school in Virginia
and not employed, and non-resident temporarily living in Virginia), and which is not specifically
excluded elsewhere in this Resolution,

B. Unapproved Vehicles shall include the following:

1. Commercial Vehicles. The Board shall use the following criteria to determine whether 2
motor vehicle is a Commercial Vehicle: (a) any motor vehicle that is included in the commercial
vehicle definition in the Fairfax County Zoning ordinance or requires a commercial drivers license to
operate the vehicle; (b) any motor vehicle with a gross weight of 10,000 pounds or more, or any
vehicle, which extends beyond the length of the parking space and/or exceeds 85% of the width of
the parking space. The parking space is defined as the area from the curb to the end of the white
separator lines and between two separator lines measured from the inside of the two lines; or (c) any
“for hire" motor vehicle that has commercial signs, lettering, advertising and/or commercial
equipment visible from or on the exterior. Commercial equipment includes exterior racks (except ski
racks), pipes, ladders or interior equipment such as supplies, propane, pesticide, fuel tanks, cabling,
unsecured tools or supplies indicative of commercial use or a threat to the Association's aesthetic
appearance.



2. Recreational Vehicles. Any boat, boat trailer, motor home, self-contained camper, mobile
home, trailer, pop-up camper/tent trailer, horse trailer, golf cart, gator, or similarly oriented vehicle.
Private or public school or church buses are unapproved vehicles under both this section and the
commercial vehicles section. Exception. H a truck-mounted camper is to be an owner's primary
means of transportation, it shall not be considered a recreational vehicle, providing it is moved on a
daily basis.

3. Junked Vehicles. Any motor vehicles with a malfunction of an essential part required for
the legal operation of the vehicles or which is partially or totally disassembled by the removal of
tires, wheels, engine, or other essential parts required for legal operation of the vehicles.

4. Unregistered Vehicles. Any motor vehicle that is not licensed and registered in the
Commonwealth of Virginia shall be considered an Unregistered Vehicle unless the owner of the
motor vehicle is exempt from these licensing and registration requirements under Virginia law (e.g.
active duty military personnel, full-time student in an accredited school in Virginia and not
employed, or a non-resident temporarily living in Virginia for a period of six months or less).
Variances for exempt motor vehicles must be submitted in writing to the Association.

5. Nuisance Vehicles. Any vehicles that are a hazard or nuisance by reason of noise, exhaust
emission, fluid emission, appearance or otherwise, or are operated in a manner that disturbs residents.

6. Other Equipment and Machinery. Any agricultural, industrial, construction or similar
machinery or equipment.

7. Mopeds. Any motorized vehicle that travels on not more than three wheels in contact with
the ground that has (@) a seat that is no less than 24 inches in height, measured from the middle of the
seat perpendicular to the ground and (b) a gasoline, electric, or hybrid motor with a displacement of
fifty cubic centimeters (50cc) or less.

C. Any motor vehicle not falling into one of the above categories may be permitted or prohibited by
the Board of Directors on a case-by-case basis.

IL. RULES AND REGULATIONS

A. Use of Parking Areas. Parking areas shall be used solely for the parking of Approved Vehicles as
defined herein. All motor vehicles other than Approved Vehicles are prohibited from entering upon
the common elements except when picking up or delivering passengers or merchandise or during the
performance of work or services at the Condominium, or as otherwise provided herein. Motor
vehicles shall be parked only in designated parking spaces and areas.

B. Use of Non-Reserved Parking Spaces. Non-reserved parking spaces are primarily intended for the
use of visitors, guests and commercial vehicles whose operator is conducting business during normal
workday hours. Residents who own more than one vehicle may also use a non-reserved parking
space to temporarily park a vehicle which is moved and used on a frequent, nearly daily basis.

C. Stored Vehicles. The storage of vehicles is prohibited. Any resident who has reason to park a
vehicle in a non-reserved parking space for a period of two weeks or longer (for out-of-area vacation
or business travel, for example) must notify the Managing Agent in writing to obtain prior approval.
Failure to observe this rule will subject a vehicle parked in a non-reserved parking space for a period
